1790 -
First census lists the head of household by name and ages in categories for everyone.

1800 -
Census lists the head of household by name and ages in categories for everyone.

1810 -
Census lists the head of household by name and ages in categories for everyone.

1820 -
Census lists the head of household by name and ages in categories for everyone.

1830 -
Census lists the head of household by name and ages in categories for everyone.

1840 -
Census lists the head of household by name and ages in categories for everyone and the ages of revolutionary war pensioners and individuals engaged in certain occupations.

1850 -
First census that listed all members of the household by name except on the separate slave schedules. Asked if the person had been married during the year, listed real estate values and occupation of males over fifteen.

1860 -
Same as 1850 except also asked the value of the personal estate and name of state, territory or county of birth for all free persons.

1870 -
The census lists the order of visitation of the dwelling and family, name, age, occupation, place of birth, whether parents were foreign born, and if the person was born or married within the year for every person.

1880 -
The census lists the street, order of visitation of the dwelling and family, name, age, relationship to the head of household, occupation, place of birth, place of birth of parents, if the person was born within the year (month of birth) or married within the year for every person. This was the first census with a Soundex and numbered enumeration districts. The Soundex only includes heads of households with a child 10 years of age or younger.

1890 -
Virtually destroyed (less than 1% survives) except for scattered areas and Confederate Veterans schedules.

1900 -
The census lists the street, house number, order of visitation of the dwelling and family, name, relationship to the head of household, race, sex, month and year born, age at last birthday, marital status, number of years married, number of children born and living for each mother, place of birth of the person and parents, year of immigration, number of years in the U.S., naturalization, occupation, number of months not employed, number of months attended school, if they can read, write and speak English, and ownership of the home (own/rent, free/mortgaged, farm/house and number on the farm schedule). Fully indexed.

1910 -
The census lists the street, house number, order of visitation of the dwelling and family, name, relationship to the head of household, sex, race, age at last birthday, marital status, number of years married, number of children born and living for each mother, place of birth of the person and parents, year of immigration, naturalized/alien, able to speak English, trade or profession, nature of workplace, out of work since 4/15/1909, number of weeks out of work in 1909, if they can read and write, attended school since 9/1/1909 and ownership of the home (own/rent, free/mortgaged, farm/house and number on the farm schedule). Indexed for some states.

1920 -
The census lists the street, house number, order of visitation of the dwelling and family, name, relationship to the head of household, ownership of the home (own/rent, free/mortgaged), sex, race, age at last birthday, marital status, year of immigration, naturalized/alien, if naturalized year of immigration, attended school since 9/1/1919, able to read and write, place of birth and mother tongue of the person and parents, able to speak English, trade or profession, nature of workplace, type of worker, and number on the farm schedule. Last census that is available because of the 72-year confidentiality period.

1930 -
Census will not be available until at least 2002.
