Test the various report options to determine:  1) the report capabilities and 2) any necessary changes to your data input style.

Journal - Genealogy Reports

These reports are used to produce the book format (in sentences) including table of contents, footnotes and indexes.

Reports - Direction

The Journal - Genealogy Report can be produced either for the ancestors or descendants of an individual.

Record Selection

The records for the report are selected by ID Number and by relationship to the selected individual.
